Environmentally Friendly

Energy use

Many may be surprised to learn that the HQ
building will not be equipped with air

conditioning units.
This is because the
whole design of
the building uses
what’s known as
Environmentally
Sustainable Design
(ESD). The
computer-operated
building
management
system draws on a
number of
environmental
design features to keep the building warm in winter
and cool in summer. Most are commonsense
design features, including the right orientation to
the sun for natural heating, using large areas of
concrete (thermal masses) to cool the building,
and increasing the amount of insulation. There’s
also solar water heating and under-floor water
heating pipes. In summer, natural ventilation will
allow cooler air to enter the building through low
level windows and exit through roof louvres as it
heats and rises. The automatic building
management system uses detectors around the
building to control various aspects of the internal
environment. During the day, a reduced number
of energy efficient lights supplement the extensive
use of natural light.

Water use

How we use and treat water is becoming
increasingly important, and this is reflected in
a number of water conservation measures used
in and around the building. Just as in the old
days, rainwater is collected and in this building
stored and used for non-drinking purposes (ie
toilets). Stormwater off the large carpark is run
into swales for soakage, and the garden
landscaping around the buildings is designed
to take the water as well. Even during the
construction phase the use of water was kept to
a minimum.
