Council’s Road Safety team is reminding drivers to focus on reaching their destination safely.

Selwyn Road Safety Coordinator Peter Daly says drivers can make mistakes, so it’s best to be
conservative out on the roads. Not everyone is an expert, so it pays to use less speed, as long as you
are not holding people up.

“Drivers should allow enough time to get to their destination, drive with patience and avoid taking
unnecessary risks,” he says.

Holiday driving means sharing the road with a number of other cars, and often spending several hours
behind the wheel. Be courteous of other road users and stay alert, particularly around pedestrians,
cyclists and motorcyclists.

Don’t be fooled by the wet
weather - prepare for the fire
season now

With summer approaching, Selwyn residents can expect hot, dry
days and an increasing risk of fire in the months ahead.

Fire and Emergency New Zealand is urging residents to be aware of
fire dangers, in spite of recent rain, as conditions can change rapidly
during hotter conditions.

Fire and Emergency Deputy Principal Rural Fire Officer Al Hutt
says it’s very likely there will be fires in the district over the summer
period, as we’ve experienced in previous years.

“Now is the perfect time to start preparing for the coming fire
season. There are some really simple things you can do now to
reduce the risk of fire at your property,” Mr Hutt says.

“When you’re working on your property or in the garden, keep
machinery well maintained to reduce potential sparks, and mow
lawns in cooler conditions.

“You should also assess the risk of fire to your property and get rid

of any shrubs, long grass or trees near your home which could burn
easily. Having an escape plan for your family and pets is also vital,”
he says.

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Summer swimmers complete
10,000km charity challenge

Selwyn residents swam more than 10,000 kilometres and raised
over $1000 for charity during this year’s Swim to Summer challenge.

The Selwyn Aquatic Centre challenged locals to swim and aqua jog
a combined goal of 10,000km by the beginning of summer.

Aquatics Facilities Manager James Richmond says the main aim of
the 15 week challenge was to get more people active in the pool,
more often. The challenge was taken up by 132 participants of all
ages and abilities.

“People worked together and motivated each other to clock up an
impressive total of 10,115km,” he says. “It was great to see how
competitive the swimmers became and the weekly progress and
goals that were achieved. Prizes were awarded to those who swam
the most laps in categories for women, men and youth swimmers,
as well as most visits to the centre during the swimathon.”

The challenge aimed to raise awareness for The Mental Health
Foundation of New Zealand. The Selwyn Aquatic Centre is proud
to have fundraised a total amount of $1172.60 towards a very
important charity that hits close to home for many New Zealanders.
