“We are excited that Margaret will also host a free make-a-book session for families at
Lincoln Library,” says Mrs Carlyon.

“This is a great opportunity for people to enjoy a fun family activity that engages children in
language, pictures and learning and also allows them to create a lasting publication they can
enjoy.”

The free session runs 10am-12noon on Saturday 13 February at Lincoln Library. All ages
are welcome to attend.
